Adult pottery classes are available for 
beginners and intermediates. The curriculum 
covers hand-building, wheel-throwing, glaze 
application, and decorative technique on high-
fired stoneware. Only pots made with clay 
supplied by Wesleyan Potters can be fired in 
our kilns. Clay and tools cost extra, but glaze 
materials and firing are included. Classes meet 
on holidays unless otherwise noted. 

Our courses are designed to accommodate both 
beginners and advanced students, covering all 
the fundamental techniques of jewelry making, 
including sawing, filing, soldering, texturing, and 
patina coloring. Individual attention ensures that 
students can progress at their own pace. Those 
with prior experience will have the opportunity 
to select their own projects. Materials are extra. 
An optional one hour bench time will be available 
for Wednesday morning, Friday, and Saturday 
morning classes for a $5 fee per session. 

Beginners learn weaving basics: winding a 
warp, threading a loom, reading a draft, and 
weaving patterns, plus finishing techniques. 
Intermediate students get individualized 
instruction to explore the diversity of the craft. 
Materials are extra. All weaving classes are 
held in our second floor weaving studio which 
is accessible only by stairs.

How to register for Youth Classes

Beginner students will start by mastering the fundamentals 
of throwing and working with clay on the wheel, while more 
experienced students will be challenged to create complex 
forms and vessels. 

In addition to throwing techniques, students will learn various 
decorating, altering, and finishing methods, including glazing. 
This comprehensive course will help teens develop their skills 
and produce functional and decorative pieces. Clay and tools 
cost extra, but glaze materials and firing are included.
